T he Carolinas IAC Chapter 19 
will host its first annual Caro-
lina Boogie on April 24-27, 
2008 at the Lumberton Munici-

pal Airport (KLBT), in Lumberton, 
North Carolina. Located near the NC/SC 
border, Lumberton, a former WWII 
training base, has multiple long runways 
with good approaches. More importantly, 
the aerobatic box is located above the 
field, easily seen from the air. 

Following a format perfected at our 
annual fall Mason-Dixon Clash, the 
Boogie will offer competition for Pri-
mary through Unlimited classes. Practice 
and registration will take place on Thurs-
day, April 24th. The contest itself takes 
place on Friday and Saturday, April 25-
26, with Sunday, April 27th reserved as a 
rain day.   The box will be open prior to 
the contest for practice on Monday-
Thursday, 21-24 April. 

The Contest Director for the first-
ever Boogie is our own Bryan Taylor , 
who has been working behind the scenes 
for weeks making arrangements.  Chief 
Judge is Randy Reinhardt, 2006 recipi-
ent of the IAC’s “Harold E. Neumann 
Award” for his outstanding contributions 
as a chief judge for IAC contests. 
Randy’s illustrious career as a Vietnam 
combat pilot, aerobatic competitor and  
tireless volunteer was described in the 
December, 2007 issue of Sport Aerobat-
ics. IAC19 is honored to have Randy as 
the chief judge of our first Boogie! 

Bryan has lined up the following 
team for the contest: Volunteer Coordi-
nator Mary Ann Taylor ; Registrar  
Lynn Hillenbrand ; Technical Inspec-
tor  Chris Rudd; Safety Coordinator: 
Pat Hayes; and Starter: Kent Mise-
gades 

Unlike Farmville, the Lumberton 
airport is situated on a wide expanse of 
cleared land, allowing a box that is easy 
to spot from the air and ideal for those 
watching from the ground. The location 
of the airport near I-95 makes access to 
local hotels and restaurants easy. 
IAC19 enjoys the enthusiastic support 
of the airport’s manager, Lee Hester, 
and well as from the nearby UND 
Aerospace / Robeson Community 
College training facility, who has 
kindly offered to empty its hangar to 
make room for participants’ airplanes. 
The FBO and UND buildings are 

within a few feet of each other and we’ll 
have access to their spacious facilities.  

This year, IAC19 enjoys the support 
of a number of contest sponsors, includ-
ing MT Propellers, Hooker Harness, 
Apex Vintage, Hilton Auction & Re-
alty, R&T Aviation and Chris Rudd .

The 
UND hangar us located to the left of the 
FBO as you tax to the ramp. 

The official hotel for the 2008 Caro-
lina Boogie is the Lumberton Holiday 
Inn. Other hotels are located within 
walking distance, as are restaurants. The 
contest banquet will be held at the Holi-
day Inn.

Our company owns a 2000 Super 
Decathlon and 2005 Citabria Explorer 
and would like to know if you have any 
members that are interested in renting 
our Decathlon for practice and competi-
tion at one of your clinics or contests. 
They would need to be able to carry rent-
ers insurance and the rental rate is VERY 
affordable at $105/hr and aerobatic in-
struction is $50/hr. That includes para-
chutes of course as well. If a person does 
not have any tailwheel time then we re-
quire 10 hours dual instruction to rent 
our aircraft.  

We also offer renters discounts of 
5% for renters who keep an account with 
us with either cash or check. This De-
cember we have received approved one 
mile square aerobatic practice box right 
next to our runway 3-21 that can be used 
by us and anyone who we authorize and 
signs our log book to practice.

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Y esterday, IAC 19 members 
Tad Sargent, Ron Schreck, 
and I had a little fun with a 
first attempt at taking some 

air-to-air aerobatic photos. Here is a syn-
opsis of what we did and what we 
learned, and we would appreciate any 
feedback from members with more pho-
tography experience. 

We met at KRUQ Rowan County 
early in the afternoon for a pre-flight 
briefing. Since Ron was the senior pilot 
in the group, in terms of flight experi-
ence, formation experience, and birth-
days celebrated, we picked him to com-
mand the formation (I don’t mean to in-
sinuate that Ron is old, even though, 
technically… he is). Anyhow, the plan 
was for Ron to fly his RV-8 in chase, 
Tad to take the pictures from the back 
seat, and me to fly the subject airplane, a 
Giles 202. 

 
The Briefing: 
In addition to the standard mission 

requirements of having fun and not run-
ning into each other; we decided to take 
photos of the airplane upright, inverted, 
and vertical; and of the top, side, and 
bottom in each of these flight attitudes. 
Preferably, I was supposed to look at the 
camera and smile occasionally (I ex-
plained to Tad that I would not do any 
nudity, and not to bother asking).  

Upright seemed easy enough. I 
would fly straight and level, Tad would 
give direction to get us in the right part of 
the sky, and Ron would get into relative 
position according to the shot Tad was 

going for. Inverted seemed almost as 
simple, with a plan to let the chase 
plane know which way the subject 
plane would roll, and the reminder that 
there was a finite amount of fuel in the 
header tank, which would eventually 
cause the need to roll upright. 

We had some debate over how to 
insure separation during the vertical 
sequence, taking into account the possi-
bilities of power loss due to fuel or oil 
starvation or control loss due to inade-
quate airspeed at the top of the vertical. 
We ended up with a scheme that kept 
me in sight of the chase plane until we 
got to the top, and kept us positively 
separated at the point that we lost con-
tact. 

The Flight: 
This part of the story might be 

interesting if it hadn’t gone according 
to the plan I just described, but for the 
most part, that’s how it went. We went 
up and we took the pictures according 
to the plan. After the photography, Ron 
surprised me and asked me to lead the 
formation back down to the runway. I 
had never done that before, and it pre-
sented some challenges. The first was 
coming up with a “name” for the flight 
for ATC purposes. Ron usually calls 
his flights “Smokey Flight”, after his 
nickname “Smokey”. I don’t really 
have a nickname, except that my wife 
often refers to me as Snake (not what 
you’re thinking), so that’s what I went 
with: “Rowan County Traffic, Snake 
Flight, flight of two, three miles in-
bound from the East for initial ap-
proach to runway two.” Didn’t sound 
too bad, I guess. 

 
The Debriefing: 
Back on the ground, we had a 

quick look at the pictures on the view-
finder and headed home. There is defi-
nitely room for improvement, but we had 
fun, stayed safe, and now have an excuse 
to go back up and try it again.  

 
Here’s what we found: 
 
1. Try to choose a chase aircraft that 

is in the same speed range as the subject 
aircraft, because maneuvering around the 
formation can take a lot of extra power. 
If you want vertical shots, it is better if 
the chase aircraft is able to go vertical for 
several seconds. 

2. The flight should be briefed and 
each picture choreographed in advance, 
giving consideration to the sun, the 
clouds, and other points of reference in 
the background. Both pilots and the pho-
tographer need to be comfortable with 
formation flight, especially for vertical 
and inverted shots. Normal glitches can 
be fatal if there isn’t a plan to stay sepa-
rated. 

3. Remember to turn the flash off on 
the camera, or you’ll get terrible reflec-
tions from the canopy. 

 
The photographer needs to have a 

strong stomach, and a light meal. It is 
very tough looking through a viewfinder 
and being thrown around a cockpit at the 
same time. I bought Tad a grease-burger 
for lunch as a thank-you for taking the 
pictures, and he almost tossed it back up. 
I was emotionally torn between hoping 
he would hurl for the pure spectacle of 
it… and hoping he would keep it down 
so I wouldn’t have to buy him more 
lunch. 

Thanks again to Ron and Tad, I ap-
preciate the help.

accomplish the tasks. It is not reckless 
and careless operation; on the contrary, 
it is a maneuver necessary for maxi-
mum safety. 

In extreme instances, the pull-up 
could be defined as aerobatics, and on 
this subject he/she said this: Although 
the “30-degree-of-pitch and 60-degree-
of-bank” rule technically applies to 
parachute operations only, it is also 
generally accepted as the definition of 
aerobatics. However, in the case of 
high-performance and aerobatic air-
craft, the 30 degree rule would not be 
applicable. For instance, the deck angle 
of most aerobatic aircraft will exceed 
30 degrees in a sustained best-angle-
climb (Vx), and 30 degrees would be 
easily exceeded in a best-angle pull-up 
from cruise flight. He/she said that you 
would never be in trouble for flying 
your airplane at Vx. 

In the pull-up transition to Vx air-
speed, he/she said, the criteria for aero-
batics would be the G-loading, and this 
is discussed elsewhere in the regula-
tions in terms of “normal” acceleration, 
which should not be excessive in the 
traffic pattern. He/she did not define 
excessive, as it is in the judgment of the 
investigator, but it occurs to me that 
since 60 degrees is the limit of bank, 
and a 60 degree banked level turn pro-
duces a force of 2G, then 2G is proba-
bly all we are allowed in the transition 
to Vx. Regarding roll, he asked the 
question, “How is anyone on the 
ground going to know how many de-
grees you rolled, much less prove it?” 

Low Passes 
and Jackasses 
Scott Keadle 

M y landlord terminated my 
hangar lease at Lake Nor-
man Airpark last week. It 
seems that a girly-man 

who lives at the airpark doesn’t like the 
fact that I make a low-pass before land-
ing. Mr. Girly-man threatened the land-
lord with removal of his commercial op-
eration from the airpark if I weren’t 
evicted, and so my new base is now 
Rowan County. 

Girly-man also said he was going to 
call the FAA to report my low-passes, so 
I called them myself and told them the 
whole story. The representative informed 
me, in no uncertain terms, that a low pass 
should be made anytime a pilot wishes to 
“clear a runway” or “inspect a runway” 
for the purposes of making a decision as 
to whether a landing would be advisable. 
This pass may be made the full length of 
the runway if necessary and at whatever 
speed and altitude is necessary to safely 

and then noted that if you turn upside-
down or go down the runway knife-edge 
things get a little more obvious. 

He/she said that anyone filing a 
complaint would have to do so in writ-
ing, and would have to prove (as in a 
video, etc.) a violation. 

In summary, make all the low passes 
you want, make a smooth pull-up, keep 
the shiny side up in the pattern, and give 
proper salute to the jerks on the ground 
when you fly over Lake Norman Airpark. 
I’m not advocating being a lousy 
neighbor or an aggressive pilot. I’m just 
saying that we don’t have to put up with 
false threats from jerks who don’t like 
airplanes. 

Disclaimer: I’m not a lawyer or an 
FAA expert, I don’t play one on TV, and 
I didn’t stay at a Holiday Inn Express last 
night. I don’t represent the IAC, the 
EAA, or the FAA in any shape form or 
fashion. I’m just a dentist that likes to fly 
airplanes.

MX Aircraft Moving to North Carolina! 
 
Rumors have been circulating for some time that MX Aircraft, manufacturer of the 
MX2, MXS and MSX-R aircraft were considering a move to the Tarheel State. On 
April 4th, MX Aircraft made it official with the following announcement on their web 
site, www.mxaircraft.com: 
 
MX Aircraft announces its move and consolidation to North Wilkesboro, North Caro-
lina. MX Aircraft will be operating out of a 13,500 squ. ft. facility located at Wilkes 
County Airport (KUKF). This facility will act as our base of operation until a new, 
larger facility can be built on the east side of the airport. Groundbreaking of our new 
"state of the art" manufacturing complex is scheduled to begin sometime in the first 
half of 2009 where all MX aerobatic, air show, and Race aircraft will be produced. 
 
An artist’s rendition of their new facility appears below. Just one day earlier, on April 
3rd, the company announced the first flight of their latest design, the MXS-R, also 
shown below: 
 
MX Aircraft would like to announce the successful flight testing of its MXS-R "Race" 
aircraft. This highly modified version of our popular MXS aerobatic aircraft was de-
signed and developed to compete in the new and exciting Red Bull Air Races. The first 
"R" was custom built for veteran air show and Race pilot Nigel Lamb of the UK. This 
"Breitling" sponsored aircraft is the first of five MXS-R’s being assembled to compete 
in the 2008 Red Bull season. The first MXS-R will make its public Racing debut at the 
second stop of the 2008 Red Bull Air Race Series scheduled to be held the 3rd and 4th 
of May in San Diego California. The second "R", which will be flown by Alex Maclean 
of Spain, is scheduled for delivery in time to compete in the third Race of the series 
scheduled for May 31st and June 1st in Detroit Michigan. So far three additional 
MXS-Rs will be delivered to their respectful owners about one every other month for 
the remainder of the Series. 
 
Is this yet another outcome of IAC19’s growth?  Maybe not, but the news is exciting. 
Scott Keadle, who has some insight into the company’s plans, will hopefully provide 
more details in the near future.

FJ Hale’s Low-Cost Navy Flight Helmet

FJ Hale has found what may be a potential low-cost alternative helmet for aerobatic pilots. “A friend of mine sent me a Navy deck 
helmet, the kind used by sailors involved in aircraft carrier flight operations.” Made by the Elana Manufacturing Company, the MIL-
SPEC H81735(AS) helmet consists of a fabric hood with impact-resistant plastic. “My buddy got mine for me for $25, no head-
phones. I have seen them on eBay used, for about $10—$20,” reported FJ.
