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2008 Carolina Boogie  

C learly the first-ever Carolina 
Boogie was destined to be a 
success. Hatched last fall as an 
idea of IAC19 member Jim 

Walker, refined by El Presidente Michael 
Davis and realized by Contest Director 
Bryan Taylor, one of the nation’s first 
IAC events of the year was graced by 
Mother Nature with near-perfect weather 
conditions on April 24-27 in Lumberton, 
North Carolina (LBT).  

Thanks to Bryan’s ferocious team, 
by the 24th all preparations had been 
made, a remarkable fact considering that 
a completely new box had to be devised, 
approved by our friends at the FAA and 
marked on the ground (an all-day effort 
by chapter volunteers), logistics ham-
mered out and hangar space secured from 
the nice folks at Robeson County Com-
munity College/UND (thank you Jon 
Blaufuss!). Attaboy, Bryan! 

One of the oddly suspenseful parts 
of any IAC contest is to hang around the 
airfield on the practice day to see who 
actually shows up, then compare notes 
about the weather. Wednesday saw the 
intrepid organizers of the contest already 
on hand in Lumberton. On Thursday, a 
bright, clear day, each growl of a high-
powered acro engine on the horizon 
turned eyes skyward, releasing a torrent 
of speculation: “Who’s that?”. SuperD, 
Pitts, Giles, Extra, MX-2: since the 
weather can wreak havoc on arrivals, you 
never really know who is going to make 
it in. By the end of the day, seventeen 

contestants had found their way to this 
former WWII training base on the Lum-
bee river near the border to South Caro-
lina, the local town famous otherwise 
only as a popular watering hole for mi-
grating snowbirds, being located on I-95 
halfway between Baastaan and Miamer. 
Never mind, it’s an ideal location for a 
contest: two long runways with good 
approaches, little activity (probably to the 
chagrin of the airport management but

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The View from Above  
Michael Davis, President  

T he Carolina Boogie is in the 
books.  Seventeen competitors 
from all around the east coast 
came to Lumberton, NC to 

start the IAC season.  From every possi-
ble viewpoint the contest was a success.   

Bryan Taylor deserves thanks for 
doing a fine job in his first outing as 
Contest Director.  Many thanks also goes 
to Chief Judge Randy Reinhardt, Volun-
teer Coordinator Mary Ann Taylor, Reg-
istrar/Scorer Lynn Hillenbrand, Techni-
cal Inspector Chris Rudd, Safety Coordi-
nator Pat Hayes, Starter Kent Misegades 
and all the other volunteers who made 
this a wonderful contest!  The atmos-
phere at the airport was described by 
many as very hospitable, and we left with 
an apparently unblemished report card.  
We made a bunch of new friends in the 
community as several residents stopped 
by to see what was up.  Several pilots 
had remarks on the box.  Most said that 
it was the best marked box they used but 
we all wished it lined up with a runway.  
Hopefully this will be the home team 
advantage next year. 

It all started with the arrival of Bill 
Finagin on Tuesday.  Wednesday morn-
ing Bill met some flyers that wished to 
explore his world famous spin training.  
However, the weather did not cooperate 
with low clouds over the box throughout 
the day.  Bill did give his classroom 
training; well worth the early trip to 
Lumberton.  The weather gods smiled on 
Lumberton the rest of the weekend.  
Thursday was a full day of arrivals and 
coaching using the box. There was an 
exciting time for me Thursday when I 
ended up sitting in the grass between the 
runway and taxiway looking for toilet 
paper; I will explain how I got there 
later.   

Advanced and Intermediate flew two 
flights with Sportsman and Primary fly-
ing one flight Friday.  We finished up 
Friday with famous Bruce & Mickey’s 
North Carolina barbeque.  All categories 

got to fly three flights with us finishing 
up Saturday afternoon in time to get a 
shower before the banquet. 

The banquet was will attended with 
the usual trophies awarded.  The North 
East Regional trophies were also 
awarded with Adam Cope 1st place 
Sportsman, Scott Francis 1st place In-
termediate and Bill Finagin 1st place 
Advanced.  There were two new tro-
phies awarded by IAC19 during the 
banquet.   

The first is the IAC19 “Spirit of 
Aerobatics” award, sponsored by Apex 
Vintage.  This is a non-flying award 
that represents the gratitude of IAC19 
to an individual who has served IAC19 
for many years and has done so with 
integrity and high standards often put-
ting the chapter before personnel goals.  
Cecil Boyd, a long time member of 
IAC19, awarded the first trophy to Tom 
Hanks.   

Tom has served IAC19 for many 
years and in many positions.  Tom, who 
now lives in California, still supports 
IAC19 and has returned to NC many 
times to help with contest and teach 
Judges School.  Cecil said that he has 
seen Tom park his Pitts and not fly a 
contest to fill a needed position so oth-
ers could fly.  I cannot think of a more 
deserving person to receive the 1st 
“Spirit of Aerobatics” award.  Tom we 
all congratulate you and wish you the 
best. 

The second award is a fun award.  
I don’t think it ever got an official 
name; however, it was awarded to 
lucky me.  As I was flying home the 
other day I was thinking about the 
weekend, where the award came from 
and how I got the award trying to find a 
proper name.  Things that came to 
mind were screw-up, bent prop, bad 
day, “oh shit”, idiot, etc., but I decided 
on the “Lucky Dog” award.   

Why, you ask?  Well this award 
came from a Giles that started unex-
pectedly taking a tour of the airport 
without its master’s permission.  While 
things were bad, it could have been a 
lot worse.  No one was hurt, except for 
the Giles, and it could be fixed.  How I 
got it, let’s start by saying I have flown 
very little this year and it showed.   

Thursday during practices I was 
having difficulties with orientation in the 
box when exiting a spin.  When I realized 
that I was going to over rotate I hit right 
rudder with gusto and something did not 
feel right.  I started the next figure while 
trying to figure out what was wrong.  
Halfway through the figure mystery 
solved, I only had half a rudder peddle.  
The top half (brake half) was gone!   

Normally this would not be an issue 
on a nice wide, long runway like Lumber-
ton.  However, I have one of those lock-
ing tail-wheels that require brakes to 
correct directional control after the rud-
der becomes useless.  To make matters 
worse, Lumberton just paved the runway 
and the dirt backfill next to the runway 
was new.  I came in slow, centered and 
past the big things on the side of the run-
way.  The touchdown was smooth and the 
Pitts was tracking straight.  About the 
time I thought everything was ok and I 
had slowed just enough for the rudder to 
be useless, I felt that 4 inch tail-wheel 
jump over something.  Fifty/fifty chance 
and she turned left!   

So there I was mashing on the right 
rudder pedal with no right brake wishing 
the left turn would stop.  The Pitts 
hopped off the runway between the lights.  
Stick full back kept the tail down as we 
went through the soft dirt.  When that 
nice locking tail-wheel found the new soft 
dirt the Pitts quit turning and tracked as 
straight as an arrow toward a fence.  I 
decided that a ground loop in the grass 
was my best option, so I applied left 
brake and she did a nice left turn without 
even trying to drag the wing.  I rolled a 
short distance then stopped.  Looking at 
my broken brake pedal, I know my flying 
that weekend was over. 

After we towed my Pitts to the nice 
big hangar, Tom Horne looked inside at 
the broken pedal and said “just pull 
those two cotter pins and it’s out”.  I 
looked at the cockpit, then my belly and 
decided that I would have to pull the 
sheet metal to get it off.  At that time 
Adam Cope said “I think I can get it off”.  
Adam climbed inside and disappeared.  
Three minutes later Adam pops up with 
all the pieces in his hand.  Now to find 
someone who can weld?   

To my amazement, Dennis Martin,

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who lives in Lumberton, had stopped by 
the airport to see what was up.  Dennis 
stepped up and said that he owns Gun-
mar Machine Corp., a machine shop in 
Lumberton, and asked if he could help.  
We showed him what to do and off he 
went.  About 1 ½ hours later Dennis 
showed up with the pedal fixed and re-
fused any money.  1/2 hour later, thanks 
to Dennis, Adam and Tom, my Pitts was 
fixed and ready for the Carolina Boogie.   

As to myself, I could not be fixed as 
easy and was thinking about Chandy 
Clanton’s article IS THERE A SECRET 
TO WINNING that I had just read in 
Sport Aerobatics.  Confidence is more 
then just knowing how to fly.  Confidence 
is the mental process that arises from 
training and knowing that you and your 
ride are ready and capable.  Aggressive-
ness wins the flight and confidence al-
lows the flight.  That is why all the greats 
have a high dose of self-esteem, ordinary 
people doing extraordinary things! 

For those wondering, the channel 
that the master cylinder bolts to broke at 
the weld.  There was some rust under the 
weld indicating that the weld had been 
cracked for sometime.  The channel was 
welded back to the horizontal tube and a 
gusset was added between the vertical 
tube and the channel.  I will be replacing 
the locking tail-wheel with a steerable 
one and I don’t recommend putting them 
on the Pitts.  If you know how to fly a 
tail-wheel aircraft you don’t need it. 

Anyway back to the trophy name.  As 
I look back at the weekend things could 
have been a lot worse.  I had some bad 
luck but I also had some good luck just 
like the Giles.  Thus, IAC19 Carolina 
Boogie now has the “Lucky Dog” award.  
Next year I hope to give it to someone 
who zeros a figure but wins the competi-
tion or something else less dramatic. 

In closing I would like to say 
THANKS to everyone!  See you June 14th 
at KLBT.

numerous cheap hotels. 

IAC19 was honored to have Randy 
Reinhart as Chief Judge, supported by his 
lovely and capable assistant Lynn Harri-
son. Thanks to the December, 2007 issue 
of Sport Aerobatics (“Who is Randy 
Reinhart”) we already knew that our 
“CJ” was a hardened Vietnam combat 
pilot veteran and accomplished aerobat-
ics competitor. From the moment he ar-
rived punctually at LBT on Friday morn-
ing, it was very clear that he was also a 
very experienced judge and was in con-
trol of things from the get-go. Randy’s 
no-nonsense briefing was thorough but 
short, something the pilots obviously 
appreciated, given the ideal conditions 
for flying in—for all present—their jung-
fern contest of the year. 

Never far from Randy and Lynn’s 
sight was “Catdog”, an anthracite-
colored Australian Cattle Dog, who 
obeyed Randy’s every command. (Lynn 
described how this scary-smart dog, bred 
in the Australian Outback to herd cattle, 
is a popular “one-dog” outfielder in base-
ball, snagging every hit and returning it 
to home base.)  Lynn, under Randy’s 
tutelage, had only recently earned her 
private pilot’s license, but has already 
flown a variety of interesting aircraft, 
including a Vultee BT-13 “Vibrator”. At 
the BBQ dinner on Friday evening she 
and Randy described a harrowing night 
dead-stick landing in the dense sawgrass 
of an alligator-infested Florida swamp 
while returning from a night cross-
country in a  Cessna 150! Her flight on 
Saturday in Steve Johnson’s MX-2 must 
have seemed tame by comparison. 

For a first-time contest, the Boogie 
proceeded with nary a hitch. Much credit 
for this goes to the Volunteer Coordina-
tor, Mary Ann Taylor, and to the Regis-
trar/Scorer, Lynn Hillenbrand. Both la-
dies had never before held these posi-
tions at an IAC contest, but it sure wasn’t 
obvious—they did a splendid job! 

Things went so smoothly, that even 
the “CD”, Bryan Taylor, was able to 
complete. Due to his Giles being out of 
commission, he flew in Jim Walker’s 
Pitts, and promptly placed Second in 
Intermediate, although Jim was the bal-
last in the back seat and Bryan had essen-
tially zero experience flying a Pitts be-
fore the contest. That’s spooky! 

IAC19 was fortunate to once again 
have our friend, aerobatics photographer 
Daryl Jacobs, attend our contest. Daryl, 
as you will all recall, showed up unex-

pectedly at last fall’s Mason-Dixon 
Clash. He asked your editor politely if 
we’d mind him taking pictures with his 
camera, which to me looked like some-
thing from Mt. Palomar. Long story 
short: Daryl has already edited a large 
gaggle of action shots into an incredi-
ble multi-media slideshow that ought to 
make contestants from the Boogie want 
to crank up their speakers, pop a cold 
one, then grab whoever is nearby to 
watch Daryl’s rendition of the excite-
ment of flying aerobatics.

Chris Rudd was only a 
few points behind him, flying with Adam 
Cope in the Super Decathlon. Jim and 
Adam thus flew 3—4 times on each of 
the two days of competition, yet placed 
well in their categories. The Boogie also 
marked Jim’s return to competition after 
several years of being without wings. 
These guys are to be admired for their 
strong pecs and thanked for enabling two 
beginners a chance to compete.

Tim Haley reports: I have found an Acro Sport and am working out the details to buy it, but I need 3-4 partners. I have a few lined 
up already and am in need of 1-2 more. The cost will be $6500-$8500 per share, depending on the number of partners.  The plane is 
a 1982 Acro Sport II, 180 HP, 500 hrs TT, 2 chutes, cloth helmet/headsets, GPS, based in Winston-Salem, NC. I have a full history 
on the aircraft along with insurance pricing, hangar cost, and maintenance cost since I am an A&P / IA. Interested pilots should 
contact me at 336-406-9474, th2063@windstream.net.

The Udet U-12 Flamingo  was an aerobatic sports 
plane and trainer aircraft developed in Germany in the 
mid 1920s. It was a conventional, single-bay biplane 
of wooden construction with the wings braced by large 
I-struts. The pilot and instructor or passenger sat in 
tandem, open cockpits. The U-12 proved extremely 
popular and sold well, due in no small part to Ernst 
Udet's spectacular aerobatics routines while flying the 
aircraft. One particularly acclaimed part of his act in-
cluded swooping down towards the airfield and picking 
up a handkerchief with the tip of one wing.
